— + Open roads are Richmond Ridge, McFarlane “snow road”, Little
Annie, and Midnight Mine.
BACKCOUNTRY SKIERS:

+ Please respect all private property and closures.

+ Please maintain closely spaced ski tracks; group your tracks
with existing tracks.

+ Please ski the fall line and use established traverses.

+ Please ski sunny exposures first, shaded exposures last to
extend optimal skiing conditions.

Some Things to Remember:
+ All motorized users must remain on designated routes marked with an orange
diamond or other signs.
+ The Forest Service is monitoring this area to help make an informed decision in the
forthcoming Travel Management Plan.
+ The opening of McFarlane “snow road,” is being implemented on a trial basis only
for the 2005-2006 winter season.
